Wastewater treatment
• Only 17% of the wastewater is treated.

• In the project area central sewerage systems are almost non-existing. 

• Few (institutional) waste water projects are functioning. 

• Nsawam Prison (8,000 inmates + staff) has 1 defunct treatment plant.

• Issues: maintenance, unavailability of skilled staff and/or a non-viable 

business case
